Jesus told them a parable: “You see the fig tree and other trees,
that as soon as they sprout leaves you know summer is near. You
should also know, when you see these things taking place, that the
kingdom of God is near. This generation will not pass away until
all things have taken place and that is the truth. Heaven and earth
will pass away, but my words will not pass away. Be on guard so
that your hearts are not heavy with distractions and drunkenness
and the worries of this life, and then that day catch you oft-guard
like a snare. It will happen to everyone on the face of the whole
earth. So be alert at all times, praying that you may have the

strength to escape all these things that will take place, and to
stand before the Son of Man.”
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
