And the ruler of the synagogue became indignant
because Jesus had healed on the sabbath, and said to the crowd,
“There are six days in which men ought to work. Come those days
to be healed and not on the sabbath day.” But the Lord answered
him, “You hypocrites, doesn’t each one of you release his ox or his
donkey from the stall on the sabbath and lead him away to water-
ing? Shouldn’t this woman, being a daughter of Abraham, whom
Satan had bound these eighteen years, have been loosed from this

bond on the day of the sabbath?
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
